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John 14:2-3 There are many homes

HAVE YOU HEARD
THE GOOD NEWS?

You can know for sure
that you are going to
Heaven when you die!

When asked the question, “Where
will you spend eternity,” most peo-
ple say they ‘hope’ or ‘think’ they
will spend it in Heaven. They are
not positive where they will spend
eternity. However, | John 5:12-13
says:

I Jn 5:12-13 So whoever has
God's Son has life; whoever
does not have his Son, does
not have life. | have written
this to you who believe in the
Son of God so that you may
know you have eternal life.
(TLB)
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It is a common misconception that by be-
ing baptized or doing good works, you will
be guaranteed a place in heaven. Jesus
declared in John 3:3 says:

John 3:3 Jesus replied, "With all
the earnestness | possess | tell
you this: Unless you are born

again, you can never get into the
Kingdom of God." (TLB)

It is not what we’ve done, but what God
has done for us that will secure our salva-
tion. Ephesians 2:8 says:

Eph 2:8 For by grace are ye saved
through faith; and that not of your-
selves: it is the gift of God: (KJV)

Eternal life, or salvation, is a free gift from
God...you can not earn it.

It takes more than just believing there is a
God to secure salvation.

The Bible says that even the demons in
hell believe there is a God, and yet, they
will not be saved.

The answer is in God’s Word. Romans
10:9-10 says:

Rom 10:9-10 For if you tell others
with your own mouth that Jesus
Christ is your Lord and believe in
your own heart that God has
raised him from the dead, you will
be saved. For it is by believing in
his heart that a man becomes right
with God; and with his mouth he
tells others of his faith, confirming
his salvation. (TLB)

Salvation comes through believing in your
heart that Jesus is the Son of God and
confessing with your mouth that Jesus is
Lord.

If you believe in your heart that Jesus is
the Son of God and that He died for your
sins and rose again, you can know for
sure that you will go to Heaven. If you
pray the prayer below, and mean it with
all your heart, you will be saved and know
that you have eternal life...That’'s a prom-
ise from God Himself.

“God in Heaven, | know I’'m a sinner and
| need your help. | believe in my heart
that Jesus Christ is your Son, that He
died on the cross for my sins and that
God raised Him from the dead. Jesus,
right now | open my heart and invite you
to come in. Make yourself real to me. |
give you control of my life. Keep me
from evil and make me the person You
want me to be. Be my Lord and Savior.
